Community Partnerships are new this year and we are excited
to share our program with the YMCA of Belleville and Quinte
and The Military Family Resource Centre in Trenton.

This is so motivating for our agency! Thank you to all of our
Go Girls!

to the Core Building on the 2™ floor.
We have outgrown our current
space, and are excited that the
facility will have more room; we will
be able to host training and
programs on site, as well as being
accessible!
